In August, a handful of students
from Erasmiaans will be joining our IB English year one class. The program is intended to pro-
vide our students with a few classmates who will bring different perspective to the literature be-
ing discussed as well as providing another bridge into the Dutch community. For Erasmiaans
students, they will be provided with a study of literature, in English, at a level significantly be-
yond what is offered to them at the gymnasium. We are quite eager to start this program that
will benefit both school’ s students.

Curriculum Update

The next several editions of the curricu-
lum section will focus on an increas-
ingly important area of the curriculum
— Science — and how you can support
your child’ s learning about Science at
home. Thisfirst article will highlight
what to expect at the Preschool level in
the area of Science and is excerpted
from Diana Townsend-Butterworth.

Learn Trough Play

Why isthe grass green? Why don't tur-
tles have teeth? Why is the sea salty?
Science is our attempt to understand
the things we see —to make sense of
the world around us. Scientific concepts
are away of explaining to ourselves and
to our children how the world works.
Science shows children the intercon-
nections of life and teaches them that
the things they observe are not just
haphazard events.

Preschool teachers take advantage of
children'sinnate curiosity about the
world. They pull Science out of the en-
vironment and make it part of daily
experience. Preschoolers find sciencein
trips to the park and the playground,
and in water and sand play, making
fruit salad, rolling toys down aramp,
and building with blocks. Scienceis
based on curiosity, and teachers rein-
force children's inherent curiosity
through discussion. Talking iskey, be-
cause it helps children internalize their
observations and start to do the kind of
higher-level thinking that enables them
to begin to see the big picture. They
begin to understand the scientific
method, learning how to develop hy-
potheses, design ways to test them, re-
cord and compare data. Through explo-
ration and discussion, preschoolers
learn that science is part of their lives —
and that it'salot of fun!

Science at Home

Y ou can do Science at home too! Here
are some opportunities:

Y ou don't have to be Einstein to
enjoy science with your child.
Scienceis all around you. Get
into a playful, curious mode of
being; look around, say, "l won-
der why...” and join your childin
the process of discovery.

Show your child scienceisim-
portant to you. Share the science
section of the newspaper. Watch
television science and nature
programs together and discuss
them.

Encourage your child's natural
curiosity. Respond to her ques-
tions by suggesting experiments
to test her hypotheses. Look for
answers together in books and
on the Internet.

When you walk your child to
school, or go to the park, be on
the lookout for interesting things
—the rocks near the sidewalk,
the leaves on the trees, the
clouds in the sky —and point
them out. Talk together about
the ducks migrating south and
the squirrels preparing for win-
ter.

Encourage your child to help you
in the kitchen by finding ingredi-
ents, and weighing and measur-
ing them.

When you recycle bottles and
cans, ask your child to help put
them into categories. Involve
him in sorting the laundry and
the silverware, and putting it
away in its proper place.

Turn the bathtub into a physics
lab. Give your child avariety of
objects to play with in the bath-
tub so she can find out whether
they float. Note the level of the
water before she getsin the tub
and after sheisin. Point out the
difference and say, "I wonder
where all that water came from?'

e Provideyour child with simple
toys or safe objects, like a clock
or flashlight, to take apart and
find out how they work.

e Play gamestogether. Marbles
are agreat way to learn about
mass and velocity.

Remember it's always okay to say,
"| don't know. Let'sfind out."”
That’ s what scientists do!
